Poster Presentations

Authors whose abstracts have been accepted for inclusion in one of the Poster Sessions should prepare a Final Abstract and a Technical Paper but should also consult the instructions below to find out how to prepare their poster.

Instructions for Poster Presentation 
If your abstract has been selected for one of the poster sessions (see your acceptance email from us) you will need to make a poster and bring it with you to the congress. The instructions to prepare your poster are set below: 

•  Your poster should cover the key points of your work. It should not include all the details of your paper. You can describe these to delegates who are interested. The ideal poster should attract attention; provide a brief overview of your work; stimulate discussion. 

• Your poster will be on display during the whole congress from Monday 31 May, 9:00 am, until Thursday 3 June, 12:00 am. To ensure maximum benefit for you and the other delegates we have defined special poster presentation slots during the session breaks. You must install and remove your poster yourself. Posters remaining will not be sent back. 
• Materials to fix your poster on the board will be provided on site. 
• The poster size must be DIN A0 (120cm high x 84cm wide) and it should have a white background. Please ensure the font size is large enough to enable easy reading from a distance. Use photos, figures, graphs and tables rather than text wherever possible. 
• Do not forget to include your Paper Reference Number (see your acceptance email from us) so that delegates can find you easily. Your name and full address should also be included to be sure that people who could not meet you at the congress can contact you afterwards. 

Audio Visual Facilities at the Congress

All presentation data should be saved as PowerPoint files. We will provide PCs in the session rooms running Windows XP and equipped with Microsoft PowerPoint 2003 and 2007. Please note that Macintosh machines are not available. Please bring your presentation data on a CD-R or USB Flash Memory stick. Other media such as ZIP, MO, floppy disk are not acceptable.
